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About Wolfgang Voegele 

Wolfgang Voegele (b. 1980, Germany) is a contemporary artist
whose practice encompasses painting, drawing, and sculpture. His
work is informed by a balance between intuition and structure,
exploring gesture, rhythm, and silence through reductive forms,
geometric symbols, and layered compositions. His projects often
engage with the tension between spontaneity and deliberation,
creating spaces that are both personal and open to interpretation.

Voegele lives and works in Cologne, Germany. He has presented
solo exhibitions including Tisch und Stuhl (Palau de Casavells,
Casavells, 2025), SUBJECT/OBJECT (Jacob Bjorn Gallery, Aarhus,
2024), FULLERS PANTS (Jean-Claude Maier, Frankfurt, 2023), BAR
MOUSE (Annarumma Gallery, Naples, 2023), and Transformer (ak
contemporary, Cologne, 2021). His work has also been included in
group exhibitions such as Landschaftsmalerei (Galerie Bernd Kugler,
Innsbruck, 2024), BLIND TASTE (Arbag Lisboa, Lisbon, 2024), Daß
die Göttin nicht himmelwärts, sondern herab nach ihren Freunden
blickt (Secci Gallery, Florence, 2024), and The House of the Mole
(ak contemporary, Cologne, 2023).

Voegele has participated in artist residencies including the Alzueta
Gallery Artist Residency in Empordà, Spain (2025). His practice
continues to investigate the origins and meanings of marks, the
interplay of visual balance and improvisation, and the exploration of
material and form, offering audiences reflective and meditative
encounters with his work.
